If you are uncertain if your 
bike is in good working condition it is 
recommended to have it checked over well 
prior to the race date.  ANSI or SNELL 
approved helmets are mandatory. 
 
The race course: 
The race begins just outside of Nelson on 
highway 3A and takes you on back roads 
to and through Castlegar. It then travels 
over the Bombi Summit on highway 3, 
turning towards Salmo on highway 3B and 
traveling through Salmo on highway 6.  It 
continues heading towards Nelson and 
ends at the Nelson Nordic Ski Club’s hut 
located at the bottom of the road leading to 
Whitewater Ski and Winter Resort.

Teams are responsible for knowing the route 
and it is advised to drive the racecourse prior 
to participating if you are unfamiliar with the 
course.  Race marshals will not be at any 
intersections.  The race is completely  
“self marshaled”.  You must LOOK BOTH 
WAYS BEFORE CROSSING THE ROADS! 
 
Teams will depart at 5 minute intervals.  
Team start times will be randomly picked.   
Slower teams will begin at 9:00 a.m.

It is recommended, however not 
required, that each team have a support 
person & vehicle for first aid, bicycle 
repairs, hydration, food, and medical 
assistance if required. 
 
If a support vehicle is not available, each 
team member should carry at least 2 liters 
of water, enough food and all bicycle 
maintenance items than may be needed. 
 
Kootenay Valley Water Supply will 
provide water at the start, at the Bombi 
Summit, and at the finish. 
 
Please note that this is considered a  
“fun event” meant to offer an opportunity 
and a challenge to individuals 
participating.  
 
All teams must cross the finish line with at 
least 3 members.  A bonus time of 10 
minutes will be deducted from teams with 
all 4 riders crossing the finish line together. 
 
Prizes, food and refreshments will be held 
at the Nelson Nordic Ski Hut immediately 
following the event.
